2. To accept as correct the Minutes of the Previous Meeting held on 3 October 2017.
It was resolved to accept as correct the Minutes of the Previous Meeting held on 18 October 2017.
3. Report Back from Councillors (Information Only)

Cllr Mike Fallon:
a. Reported an going problem of the pavement directly outside the DeLacy Arms being uneven and a trip hazard – Mandy to report to LCC/RVBC (Highway Authority)
b. Parking on the pavement near the bridge is forcing people to walk in the road and is particularly risky for women with pushchairs. This could be reported as a Police matter – re obstruction or asked to be looked at the Highway Authority to see if road markings could deter parking.
c. Lights on the tree to the rear of Chequemate are hanging down and within touching distance for some people – this could be a hazard.

Cllr Lois Rimmer reported flooding of the footpath in between Spar Car Park and Proctors edge. The large downpours mean the surface water is not draining away sufficiently.

Cllr Brown reported back on the substantial work carried out by LCC to the footpath in between All Saints and St Marys Church and Whalley CE Primary. LCC have done the full length and removed intolerances in the paved area and placed hardcore on the footpath to raise the level and make it less prone to flooding. Councillors requested a letter be sent to LCC thanking them for the work. Councillor Brown reported that on Pickwick Night Vale Gardens was used without the prior consent of the Parish Council.

All Councillors agreed that the arrangements for the installation of Christmas Tree in the centre of Whalley had worked well.

The Memorial Bench for George Hardman should now be purchased and quotes sought following communication with his family about the proposed location on Mitton Road. The Clerk to liaise with Lengthensmen.  
4. Lengthensmen Priorities 
The Lengthensmen immediate priorities were agreed as follows:
· Replacement of bin inners for Vale Gardens

· Bus stop cleaning

· Signs cleaning

· 10 hours per year cleaning the Old Grammar School Pre School Outside Play area but nearer Spring time (March).
5. Notice Board Replacement
Councillors were informed that new Noticeboard had been ordered and would be ready for delivery and installation at the end of February 2018.
6. Draft Protocol for the Future Use of Vale Gardens 

It was resolved that a simple draft written Protocol be presented to the full Parish Council Meeting and be placed on the website to avoid any future confusion on the procedure to request permission for use.

7. S278 Works on King Street
Lancashire County Council(LCC) had provided maps of the proposed S278 works on King Street. The Clerk stated that all service diversions had now been carried out by the utility companies.  Ornate street columns and lanterns will replace existing and these have been ordered and will be delivered mid February 2018.  Advance warning notices of work will be erected on site at least 2 weeks prior to the works starting.  Removal of the existing trees was necessary but the Developer will replace like for like. The Councillors requested Rowan trees are replanted at locations nearest to the existing locations subject to services.  Works will start mid February at the earliest and this could change.
Councillors asked the Clerk to find out from LCC when the proposed parking arrangements will come into effect following the completion of the works.  Mandy to contact LCC and find out the timescale for the Traffic Regulation Order and report back.
